	The abstract need to be improved by correcting some grammatical errors and ensuring consistent scientific naming of Ocimum basilicum. The duration of the experiment should be mentioned clearly. The results and conclusion needs revision. 

The results showed that supplementation with Ocimum basilicum significantly (P < 0.05) improved growth performance compared with the control group. Birds fed the diet containing 20 g of Ocimum basilicum recorded the highest body weight gain, feed intake, and best feed conversion ratio, followed by those fed the 15 g inclusion level. The control group showed the lowest performance values. The study suggests that Ocimum basilicum leaf powder can be used as a natural feed additive to enhance the growth performance of broiler chickens.

	The manuscript is generally scientifically acceptable because it follows a standard research format and evaluates the effect of Ocimum basilicum leaf powder on broiler growth performance using measurable parameters such as weight gain, feed intake, specific growth rate, and feed conversion ratio. However, some corrections are required to improve scientific accuracy. Some units and treatment descriptions also need clarification to avoid confusion. With these minor corrections and language improvements, the manuscript would be scientifically sound and clearer for rearders.

	The experiment is related to only growth performance. The birds were 4 week old. Less number of birds were included. Economics not mentioned.  

The article covers an important topic related to the use of plant-based feed additives as natural growth promoters in poultry production. The study design is simple and the results are useful for understanding the potential benefits of Ocimum basilicum supplementation in broiler diets. However, the article requires careful editing to improve grammar, sentence structure, and clarity. The treatment descriptions, units, and duration of the experiment should also be presented consistently. With these revisions and minor language improvements, the manuscript would be clearer and more suitable for publication.
