2- Merge the two paragraphs (Variation in the TSH and thyroid hormone levels may indicate that normal thyroid function has been altered [1]. Mineral metabolisms like calcium, magnesium, and phosphorous are frequently disturbed in thyroid dysfunctions. Zinc is a trace element, which is required for the activity of more than 300 enzyme s [1].)
3- I noticed that in the Materials and Methods section, it is stated that the study was conducted in 2023, while in the Results section, it mentions 2022. I recommend aligning both sections to reflect the correct year, 2023, for consistency throughout the paper."
4- Separate the hormones results into two groups: hyperthyroidism and hypothyroidism , when calculating the average.
5- I would suggest considering the potential influence of sex on the levels of the measured items, especially since the study includes both male and female participants, and this detail is mentioned in the tables. It may be important to examine whether there are differences between males and females in the results and discuss the possible reasons for this. Sex could be added as a statistical factor in the analysis to assess its potential impact. or, the male and female samples could be combined in the tables without separating the results by sex, and the results could not be
categorized by sex. The overall averages for the male and female samples could then be calculated together in the totals.
