The manuscript addresses an important and clinically relevant topic by providing a comprehensive overview of the relationship between hormones and cancer across mechanistic, epidemiological, and translational domains. The integration of classical knowledge with emerging concepts such as the microbiome, circadian disruption, and liquid biopsy is commendable and enhances the manuscript’s relevance to current scientific discourse.

However, several areas require improvement. The description of the literature search methodology lacks sufficient detail and shows inconsistency in defining the study as a “systematic review” versus a “narrative mini-review,” which should be clarified. Additionally, the manuscript would benefit from a more explicit critical appraisal of the literature, including discussion of conflicting findings and study limitations. A dedicated section outlining the limitations of the review itself is also recommended to improve transparency. Minor revisions in language, particularly in simplifying complex sentences, would further enhance readability.

Overall, the manuscript is of good quality and has strong potential for publication after moderate revision to address methodological clarity and critical depth

The manuscript is scientifically sound, well-structured, and highly relevant, with strong integration of multidisciplinary evidence. However, revisions are needed, particularly in clarifying the methodology, strengthening critical appraisal, and improving conciseness and transparency (e.g., inclusion of limitations).
