	The manuscript is based on scientific review of literature from the medical field, and the findings are based on participants enrolled in an infertility clinic. The sample size was determined using Cochrane’s formula.  It would be helpful for readers to understand the rationale of using the various non-parametric tests by explaining those at the beginning of the results, briefly and clearly. Such information can be very helpful in case other researchers want to replicate this study in their specific domains and see the overall generalizability of the results.

In the same paragraph and the following paragraph in-text citations need to be corrected in this way. Secondly for in-text citations initials of the authors are not mentioned.
