	The study is scientifically sound in its overall design and addresses a relevant research question. The experimental layout (RBD with replications) and use of standard enzyme assay procedures are appropriate. However, some conceptual clarifications are needed:

· Certain descriptions of enzyme functions are overstated (e.g., enzymes “regulating uptake” or “stabilizing soil structure”). These should be revised to reflect their catalytic role in nutrient transformation rather than direct structural regulation.

· The discussion section is somewhat literature-heavy and could be more tightly linked to the presented data.

· The manuscript would benefit from reporting percentage increases and, if possible, correlation analyses between enzyme activity and soil properties.

With these refinements, the manuscript would be scientifically robust.
