It is a clear indication that the study examines intra-urban logistics limitations and their impact on delivery time in the environment of market-based suppliers in Lagos, Nigeria. The geographical reference provides a context of the study in a particular urban setting, which makes it contextually relevant. Nevertheless, it is possible to say that the title can be slightly improved to make it more focused on the analytical point of view and enhance its clarity. As an illustration, the title, like “Evaluating the Impact of Intra-Urban Logistics Constraints on Delivery Timeliness: Evidence of Market-Based Suppliers in Lagos, Nigeria”, would be more effective to indicate the analytical purpose and methodological value of the study.

Nevertheless, the abstract can be enhanced with a short explanation of the research gap that led to conducting the study, as well as by making the presentation of the statistical data less complicated. This might not be necessary to include several model fit indices in the abstract, which could be reduced to enhance readability. Also, more specifics on what the respondents are should be stated in the abstract (e.g., wholesalers and retailers working in the Mile 12 market) to put the dataset into perspective.

	The paper is scientifically acceptable on the whole and has a typical academic format, such as introduction, literature review, methodology, results, discussion, and conclusion sections. The study design, which is quantitative and employs exploratory factor analysis, confirmatory factor analysis, and structural equation modelling, is suitable for investigating the relationships between logistics constraints and delivery timeliness. The validity and reliability analyses seem sufficient and have acceptable measurements. Nevertheless, some areas need to be explained, especially how the gap in the research was identified, how the sampling process was described and, theoretically, how the conceptual framework was supported. The enhanced aspects would enhance the methodological transparency and scientific rigour of the research.

	The list of references provided in the manuscript represents fairly exhaustive coverage of the literature on significant research in the field of urban logistics, last-mile delivery, and supply chain management. Some of the mentioned sources are not very old and represent the recent debates of the literature on urban freight systems. Nevertheless, certain problems can be discussed. To begin with, multiple sources seem to be included in the reference list, which needs to be eliminated to enhance coherence. Second, the authors can also consider the inclusion of other recent research papers on sustainable urban logistics, smart freight systems, and digital logistics technologies that have been published in the past five years. More recent empirical studies would also contribute to the strength of literature and put the study in the context of the current scholarly discussion.

	The text is mostly comprehensible, and the key points can be traced without much trouble. Nonetheless, the language needs a moderate revision in order to be able to accommodate the requirements of scholarly communication. Some of the sentences are too long, and this interferes with the reading and understandability. Minor grammatical inconsistencies, phrase repetitions, and other formatting issues appear in the manuscript as well. To make the structure of the sentences, their coherence, and academic tone better, editing the text and improving its quality would contribute greatly to the overall quality of the paper. It is suggested that a more comprehensive review of the language or professional proofreading can help to make sure that the manuscript conveys its results in more straightforward and effective ways to an international academic reader.

	In general, the article is based on a topical theme and offers practical empirical data on the working difficulties of the freight system in the large metropolitan environment of the market. The inclusion of structural equation modelling also provides an analytical richness, and the authors are able to analyse various constraints of logistics at the same time. However, there are a few ways the manuscript can be enhanced. The introduction would be more clearly defined to formulate the gap in the research and the contribution of the study. The methodology section is to be made clearer in terms of sampling procedures and questionnaire development. Moreover, the discussion section might be more critical of the existing literature to make the findings more indicative of how the research enriches the current knowledge base on the urban logistics and last-mile delivery systems.

According to the disclosed facts in the manuscript, no apparent ethical violations can be made, including data fabrication, falsification, and unethical reporting of findings. As the research used primary data via questionnaires to the market-based suppliers, it would be sufficient for the authors to be able to explain the issue of informed consent as being obtained on behalf of the respondents and whether the research was approved by an institutional ethics committee or review board. An ethical statement on the ethics of the research, the consent of participants and the privacy of the data should be included, which would boost the ethical transparency of the study.
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
