There is a major inconsistency in the combined ABO/Rh results. For example, “O Rh Positive (n = 15,831, 95.3%)” appears incorrect, as this figure corresponds to the total number of Rh-positive participants rather than those specifically with O Rh-positive blood group. This should be corrected to reflect accurate subgroup counts.
Percentages for combined blood groups should be recalculated and clearly aligned with their respective frequencies.
