	The abstract is well structured, however, it needs to be revised and re-phrased to highlight how math fair promotes student’s inquiry, creativity and understanding. The purpose of the study is not clearly stated and there are grammatical mistakes. The abstract can be refined as follows:

Mathematics often has a less than stellar reputation in teaching. Traditional methods like lectures turn math into a chore, stifling creativity and conflicting with constructivist pedagogy. A math fair shifts learning responsibility to students, making teachers to guide in constructive learning. This study examines facets of math fairs and their positive effects on students, concluding that math fairs yield positive learning outcomes, increase situational interest in mathematics and develop problem solving skills.

	The manuscript is scientifically and conceptually sound as it has considered the main aspects of book chapter writing such as introduction, theoretical framework, literature review, conclusion and references. However, the research question is not clearly defined, the research design is not clearly described and findings are not clearly highlighted.
