The manuscript is of considerable importance given the urgent need for environmentally friendly solution to protect crops from diseases and pests while minimizing ecological and health risks.

However, further clarification regarding the scientific rationale for the selected concentrations would strengthen the manuscript.

	While the cited references are relevant and appropriate, only 6 out of 32 references were published within the last five years. Considering the rapid development in the field of plant – based biopesticides, incorporating additional recent studies (2020-2025) would enhance the manuscript’s scientific relevance and timeliness. 
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	The manuscript is clearly written and scientifically structured, and the terminology used is precise and appropriate for the scope of the study.
	

	Optional/General comments


	Overall, the study is valuable for promoting sustainability through the use of plant – based biopesticides, and the statistical analysis is well organized and robust. However, several minor issue should be addressed before publication:
1- Five plant spp. Are mentioned in the methodology, whereas the title refers to four biopesticides. Please clarify whether two plants were combined within a single formulation.

2- Provide clarification regarding the scientific rationale for the selected concentrations and indicate whether a dose – response analysis was performed.

3- Please explain the reported coefficient of determination (R2) values approaching 100% as such values require careful statistical justification.

4- Consider including key quantitative findings ( e.g., inhibition percentages or mortality rates) more explicitly in the abstract and results summary.

5- Add a short paragraph discussing future perspective, such as filed validation trials, formulation stability, and phytochemical characterization of the extracts.

6- Minor linguistic is recommended to improve clarity, reduce repetition, and shorten some lengthy sentences.
