	The monitored clinical symptoms of patients, such as dizziness, palpitations and syncope, often occur in clinical practice, and therefore I consider the presented work - manuscript - to be significant for the professional community. The authors focused on the correlation of symptoms of patients with Holter ECG findings in terms of dysrhythmias. I consider it appropriate to supplement the manuscript with information about the possible finding of myocardial ischemia. It can
be assumed that in older patients with tachyarrhythmias, the finding of myocardial ischemia was present.
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
