	The manuscript presents a logical experimental process for producing plastic–sand composites. The general methodology of melting plastic and incorporating sand is technically reasonable and consistent with previous studies on plastic-based construction materials. However, several scientific aspects require improvement. For example, lack of mechanical testing: The study mainly relies on visual observations and density measurements. Mechanical properties such as compressive strength, flexural strength, or durability are essential to evaluate the practical performance of the composite.
Furthermore, the discussion primarily describes observations rather than critically interpreting the results or comparing them with existing literature.

	The manuscript cites several relevant studies related to plastic waste recycling and construction materials. However, many references are relatively old or limited in number considering the active research field. Author should include more recent studies (last 5 years) on plastic-sand composites or plastic-based construction materials by adding references from high-impact journals related to sustainable materials or construction engineering. Consider citing research on plastic waste incorporation in paving blocks, concrete substitutes, or polymer-based composites.
