The English language requires improvement for scholarly communication. Several grammatical errors, sentence structure problems, and typographical mistakes are present throughout the manuscript. Similarly, some sentences are unclear or incomplete.
	

	Optional/General comments


	The manuscript requires major revision before it can be considered for publication. Table 2 contains several inconsistencies in compound names, molecular formulae, and molecular weights. These should be verified using reliable spectral databases such as NIST. Figures and tables should be properly formatted and numbered. The discussion section should be expanded to explain the pharmacological significance of the detected phytochemicals. The possibility of contamination or derivatization artifacts in GC-MS analysis should be discussed.
