· Grammatical mistakes – 

a. Rewrite sentence ‘The 1st group served as control (T1) in which standard diet without any supplementation was fed, while in T2, T3, T4 and T5 treatment groups were incorporated with 1%, 3%, 5% and 7% banana leaf powder was fed’ using respectively. 

b.    Start the result with capital letter.

· Suggested to rewrite the conclusion.
Conclusion:
It may be concluded that dietary inclusion of banana (Musa paradisiaca) leaf powder up to 7% in broiler diets does not adversely affect carcass yield, meat quality, or sensory characteristics. The supplementation effectively reduced ether extract content in breast and thigh muscles, suggesting its potential utility in producing leaner broiler meat without compromising consumer acceptability.


	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	The rationale, experimental design (CRD), replication pattern, statistical approach and methodology follow standard scientific procedures. The study appears methodologically sound.

However, some lacunae are observed:

The number of birds under study are less. Now onwards, need to use at least 60 birds in each group with minimum 4 replicates in each group.
The content of fiber fractions, phenolic content, tannins, etc. is not given/ discussed . Moreover, chemical composition of banana leaf powder is not provided.

· The discussion part needs to be strengthened with logical reasons especially for fat reduction is not supported with reasons and
· Nutrient balancing after inclusion of banana leaf powder is not clearly described (was the diet iso-nitrogenous and iso-caloric?).
