	1. The discussion appropriately attributes pseudo-bisalbuminemia to hyperlipidemia; however, quantitative lipid parameters (total cholesterol, LDL, triglycerides) are not provided. Including these values would strengthen the causal interpretation.
2. The mechanism linking hypoalbuminemia and hepatic lipoprotein overproduction could be expanded with a more precise pathophysiological explanation.
3. The term “pseudo- bisalbuminemia” appears inconsistently spaced throughout the text (e.g., “pseudo- bisalbuminemia”, “Pseudo- bisalbuminemia”). Standardize to “pseudo-bisalbuminemia.
4. Several grammatical and syntactic corrections are required for clarity. For example.Two mechanisms main are described → Two main mechanisms are described. 2.The urine culture confirms this impure nature → Urine culture does not typically define impure nephrotic syndrome; microscopic hematuria on urinalysis does.
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
