	I found this research novel because for the first time it has shown that a variety (red onion) of a natural substance (onion) has the most profound properties for the inhibition of browning of yam tubers caused by the enzymes: polyphenol oxidase and/or peroxidase, although previous studies have shown onions in general have this same potential. Previous studies have also used processes such as effective storage practices and technological processes, fumigation with chlorate, use of synthetic additives (sulfite and others), use of natural antioxidants (Vitamin C), pretreatment with other natural sources like lemon juice, African Cardamon, turmeric and cloves (Syzygium aromaticum) and other inhibitory practices. The results of this research have added to existing knowledge about use of natural agents in prevention of enzymatic browning of yam tubers. I commend the research for unveiling the inhibitory properties of a variety of a natural source/agent to solve a scientific problem as this has provided a more specific scientific information.

	The Title is good but I would suggest the below written title.
Suggested Title: Potent inhibition of enzymatic browning of yam tubers (Dioscorea cayenensis-rotundata) cultivar ‘zrezrou’ using red onions (Allium cepa)
Explanation: 
1) Use of the word ‘inhibition’ sounds more scientific than the word ‘prevention’
2) Mentioning ‘red onions’ alone is better because this research only showed that red onions is the most effective among the two varieties of onions used, in comparison to existing scientific knowledge.

	The abstract is near excellence. I suggest these.
Addition: 
1) It should contain a short sentence on the side effects of other inhibitory practices and processes and other types of inhibitors (synthetic) and then the need for use of natural inhibitors.
2) I suggest the 4th sentence line should be wriiten as : It then aimed to prevent this physiological phenomenon in situ using extracts of Allium cepa (red onion, yellow onion) and Allium sativum (garlic).

	The references are not sufficient and recent enough, although much work hasn’t been done on the topic recently.
1) Authors should mention in the introduction use of inhibitory processes such as fumigation with Chlorate and their known side effects, as this put forward the significance of the research. I found these two: 
a)  ClO(2) fumigation of yam tubers prior to storage inhibits enzymatic Browning in fresh-cut yams: impact of ClO(2) on phenylpropanoid metabolism and membrane integrity. 
b) Use of the abrasion technique in minimal processing as an alternative to increase purchase acceptability and minimize browning in yam. 
2) Author should also mention in the introduction researches done on the use of other natural inhibitory substances. I found one titled ‘Control of Browning of Yam (dioscorea rotundata) and Sweet potato (Ipomoea batatas) using African Cardamon (Aframomum danielli), Turmeric (Curcuma longa) and Clove (Syzygiumnn aromaticum)’ and cite the reference.
3) The authors should make more efforts to make the references between 40 and 50.
