	The manuscript addresses an issue that holds environmental and socio-economic significance by observing long-term climatic changes in a major silk-producing region of Assam. Considering the ecological sensitivity of sericulture and the economic importance of Muga silk to rural livelihoods, such studies are valuable for understanding climate–livelihood linkages. With further corrections, the study can make a useful contribution to research on sericulture production.

	The title is suitable in general and reflects the main objective of assessing climatic parameter changes. However, as the manuscript also discusses implications for Muga silk production, the title could be made more specific.

	Is the abstract of the article comprehensive? Do you suggest the addition (or deletion) of some points in this section? Please write your suggestions here.


	The abstract is descriptive and lacks precision. It does not present specific quantified results such as the exact temperature rise or rainfall decline. It also does not mention the analytical approach used. Presenting quantified trends and clearly stating the main conclusion would improve precision and strengthen its scientific value. Without numerical highlights, the abstract remains general and does not reflect the dataset effectively.
	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	The manuscript logically connects increasing temperature and declining rainfall and humidity with stress on muga sericulture. From an environmental systems perspective, the reasoning is understandable. Climatic stability is critical for plantation based production systems.

However, the scientific rigor is limited.

The climatic dataset shows almost uniform progression across twenty years with very little variation. Real environmental data usually show yearly fluctuations. 

There is no statistical testing to confirm the significance of the trends. No regression analysis or variability measures are presented. 
The manuscript discusses reduced cocoon yield and larval mortality but does not provide quantitative production data. If climate impact is claimed, measurable production indicators should be presented to support the argument.

There are also inconsistencies in the methodology section regarding tense usage, which should be corrected for clarity.

Overall, the study requires stronger analytical backing and clearer documentation of data sources.

	The references include recent studies and relevant foundational literature. This is appropriate. However, more region-specific climate trend studies from Northeast India would strengthen the contextual grounding. Including more research on climatic thresholds relevant to muga rearing would also support the biological claims more effectively.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	The manuscript is understandable but contains repetition. Certain explanations are restated without adding new information. The writing should be made more concise. Formatting inconsistencies in tables and units should also be corrected.
