However, the abstract can be enhanced by clearly providing the sample size that was used in the item analysis as well as concisely stating the practical implications of the instrument. Also, some slight condensing of unnecessary expressions would maximise brevity and clarity.

	The paper takes a methodical and systematic approach to test development, and it includes item generation, expert relevancy appraisal, item analysis, and estimation of reliability. The conceptual framework is logically developed and the statistical procedures used are in line with the goals of standardisation of knowledge tests. However, the small sample size used to conduct item analysis (n = 20) could be a barrier to the strength and external validity of the obtained difficult and discrimination indices. In addition, some of the items seem to measure perception or experience but do not measure objective knowledge, which means that one must be very careful in rewording the questions in order to maintain the construct validity of the instrument. The fact that Cronbach alpha is statistically significant should be reconsidered because reliability coefficients are not usually reported in that way, they are characterised as point estimates without a significance test. Overall, the article is scientifically structured, but sustainability of the methodology should be improved to make it more rigorous and applicable.
