The introduction needs to be strengthened with literature review, firmly establishing the link between farmers’ knowledge about climate change and its effect on important socio-economic parameters. It must clearly state the gap that the present study aims to fill. The methodology section needs to be re-written to incorporate the rank correlation and ANOVA analytical tools used in the study. The results & discussion need to be strengthened with an improved discussion part. In the conclusion, the limitations of the study also need to be mentioned along with a crisp summing-up of findings and their implications vis-à-vis policy.
