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Title: Occurrence and Incidence of Lumpy Skin Disease Virus (LSDV) among Cattle in Adamawa State, Nigeria

The manuscript addresses an important veterinary epidemiological issue, Lumpy Skin Disease (LSD) in cattle in Adamawa State, Nigeria. The topic is relevant because LSD is an emerging transboundary disease with economic implications. However, the manuscript in its current form has major methodological, structural, and language limitations that must be addressed before publication.

1. Some of the references provided is very old dating back to 1980s. Include fresh and updated references to improve redundancy.

2. The title claims incidence, but the study design is retrospective descriptive with clinical observations, not a true incidence study. Possible alternatives: Occurrence and Epidemiological Characteristics of Lumpy Skin Disease in Cattle in Adamawa State, Nigeria.

3. Methodology is unclear: It states retrospective reports, field observations, and regional data but does not explain how these were integrated. 
4. Abstract should continue key quantitative findings. Include total cattle examined, number of affected animals, incidence rate.
5. The introduction does not clearly state: Why Adamawa State specifically needs investigation, what gap this study fills.

6. In material and method section, the section includes excessive climatic explanation (vector biology, sunlight effect, humidity etc.), which belongs in Discussion, not methods.

7. The manuscript states: “250 cattle were observed in each of the 15 sampling sites.” But: No explanation of site selection, no explanation of sampling method (random, convenience, cluster) given.
8. The cases defined are partially acceptable as confirmed cases should require laboratory confirmation. The study seems to rely mainly on clinical diagnosis, which may lead to misclassification.
9. No statistical significance testing in results.

10. Inconsistent citation style in references. The manuscript requires major English editing. E.g., Cattle market and herds were visited field observation. Modify better to “Field observations were conducted in cattle markets and grazing herds”.
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
