	This manuscript is a comprehensive overview of vermicomposting that simultaneously covers techniques, worm species, substrates, and heavy‑metal remediation, which are usually treated separately. It shows that research on using vermicomposting for heavy‑metal reduction is still very limited compared with the large body of work on general vermicomposting and waste recovery, highlighting an important gap for soil and food safety studies. It also exposes geographic and practical gaps such as the low research output from most African countries and the focus on industrial systems rather than low‑cost methods thereby providing evidence that can guide future research and policy decisions.

	The current title is generally suitable because it reflects both the bibliometric and technical dimensions of the work. However, it could be made clearer and more informative by explicitly mentioning key themes such as heavy metals, substrates, worm species, and the time frame.

	The abstract is generally comprehensive and well structured, but it would benefit from being more focused and concise. It should open with a slightly clearer statement of the global problem and the unique contribution of combining bibliometrics with a review of techniques and heavy‑metal remediation.Tthe abstract would be stronger if it ended with a sharper implications sentence that explicitly states how the findings guide future research and practice in sustainable organic waste management and soil protection.

	The manuscript is largely scientifically sound and consistent with current knowledge on vermicomposting and bibliometric methods. It uses appropriate databases and tools, and its main trends and interpretations agree with recent literature. The main improvements needed are clearer criteria and references for some strong quantitative claims, and more explicit acknowledgement of methodological limits when comparing with other studies.

	The references are sufficient and reasonably recent, covering key bibliometric studies (2021–2024) and technical vermicomposting literature that support the manuscript's claims.

	No, language quality needs professional editing. Numerous grammatical errors, awkward phrasing, inconsistent terminology, and formatting artifacts (e.g., "underline" markers, table dimensions). Technical sections show competence, but there are cumulative issues.
