Organic farming also enhances rural livelihoods, boosts local economies, and creates job opportunities.

Sustainability and organic farming naturally work together to create a type of horticulture that has the potential to be environmentally sound, socially conscious, and commercially beneficial. In addition to being organic, a truly sustainable horticulture would promote social, environmental, and economic justice, supporting rural development globally and contributing to what has been called sustainable globalization.
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
