	Because it tackles a serious public health issue in sub-Saharan Africa, this publication is very valuable to the scholarly community. The work offers a better knowledge of host immune adaptations by distinguishing the immunological effects of pregnancy from those specifically brought on by malaria infection. Additionally, it promotes the monitoring of immunological alterations in resource-constrained, endemic areas such as Owerri, Nigeria, using differential leukocyte counts, a cheap and easily accessible diagnostic indicator.

	The abstract is thorough and logically organized into Background, Objective, Methods, Results, and Conclusion. It does a good job of summarizing the 150 participants who are split equally across three groups.

A more thorough quantitative overview of the overall differential leukocyte profile may be obtained by including the precise mean values or p-values for monocyte and basophil levels, even though it only mentions that these parameters did not differ substantially.

	Based on the content provided, the work seems to be methodologically sound and scientifically sound.

Giemsa-stained thick and thin blood films are one of the primary diagnostic techniques used in the study to diagnose malaria.

A calibrated automated haematology analyzer was used to acquire quantitative leukocyte values.

A comparative cross-sectional design is a good fit for the statistical method, which used Student's t-tests for pairwise comparisons and ANOVA for overall group differences.

The authors correctly distinguish between the pathogenic effects of malaria, like increased eosinophils, and the physiological effects of pregnancy, like neutrophilia.

	The references are current and adequate. The bibliography, which includes several really recent texts released between 2020 and 2025, shows an active involvement with modern literature. Appropriate citations are also made to foundational older texts that are pertinent to the particular immunological responses. Since the current list sufficiently supports the research environment, I have no recommendations for new references.

	The article's English language quality makes it ideal for academic communications. The sentences are well-written, the terminology is accurate, and the content flows logically and clearly from the introduction to the debate.

	Sampling Limitation: Convenience sampling is used, according to the authors. Since it can add selection bias in contrast to randomized sampling, it can be helpful to clearly identify this as a restriction in the Discussion section.

Gestational Age Consideration: To promote fetal tolerance, the immune system goes through several modulatory stages during pregnancy. An analysis or discussion of whether the leukocyte profiles differed based on the subjects' particular trimesters of pregnancy could improve the text.
