The study lacks significant clinical and epidemiological relevance due to its methodological limitations:
· The prevalence study of hepatitis B virus (HBV) infection should incorporate the analysis of the anti-HBc antibody to assess the history of exposure to this virus.
· Furthermore, although the sample size of the study population is justified by a formula, it is still inadequate for a prevalence study. Consequently, the evaluation is merely exploratory.
· Additionally, the time frame during which participants were selected is not specified, nor is the design of the selection process itself. It appears to have been based on convenience.
· Similarly, the questionnaire does not assess variables related to risky sexual behaviour, such as the number of sexual partners.
