	The definition, classifications, the incidence and death rate of Haematological malignancies was well defined and stated in the introductory section.
Smaller sample size (n=13) was used for this qualitative study and purposive sampling (which has been limitation for the study). This is not sufficient in clinical and qualitative research. Including a large sample size in qualitative studies improve research credibility by ensuring data saturation, strengthens thematic analysis, reduces bias and ensuring generalisation of the findings.  
Semi-structured interviews was used in the study for data collection, which offers a balanced research approach, combining structured, consistent questions to probe deeper into participant responses.
Having gone through the manuscript, this is a very good study, providing a substantial scientific research knowledge on the need for an early integration of palliative care services, and as well enhancing evidence- based decision-making.
