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	The present study addressed the physicochemical properties of mangrove soil and screening of potent actinomycete isolates for bioactive compound production. The mangrove soil was collected from coastal regions of Krishnapatnam, Nellore district, Andhra Pradesh, India, and tested for physical soil properties, including colour, odour, and water-holding capacity, pH, and electrical conductivity. Chemical properties, such as the concentration of organic matter and macro- and micronutrients, including Carbon, Potash, Zinc, Manganese, Phosphorus, Iron, and Copper, are vital for determining soil fertility.
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	In the present study, an actinomycete was isolated from mangrove soil and screened for its ability to produce bioactive compounds. The crude bioactive compound has shown good antimicrobial properties, and further research is in progress to produce it in large quantities, purify and characterised it, and make it industrially important.
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
