	There are several grammatical errors, incorrect sentence formations, and usage of ambiguous terms throughout the text. Therefore, the current level of language quality is moderate and needs to be corrected before the manuscript is published.

	Examples for grammatical errors, sentence structures, and inconsistent terminology are;
The antimicrobial residues are the undesirable substances that has the ability to persist through the food chain…”  I suggest changing this phrase (Antimicrobial residues are unwanted substances with persistence capabilities in the food chain).   Another thing is that some sentences are too long or poorly constructed, making them difficult to read example [While, the use of antimicrobial compounds in food animal production are vastly helpful, however, their indiscriminate use has led in the deposition of harmful antimicrobial residues]. I suggest changing (Although antimicrobial compounds are widely used in food animal production, their indiscriminate use may lead to the accumulation of harmful residues in food products). Also, the manuscript makes use of diverse terms for the same technique, such as:

• Ultra-fast liquid chromatography

• Ultra-Fast Liquid Chromatography

• UFLC system
The terms need to be standardized, with the use of the acronym UFLC after the initial full description.
