	This case report presents the case of a 58-year-old man who initially presented with right shoulder pain that later became generalized and was resistant to standard analgesics, along with profound functional decline and significant weight loss. Diagnostic evaluation revealed a poorly differentiated gastric adenocarcinoma with bone metastases, highlighting a rare presentation of gastric adenocarcinoma revealed by diffuse bone metastases in the absence of substantial digestive symptoms and emphasizing the need to consider an underlying gastrointestinal malignancy in patients presenting with unexplained bone pain and deteriorated general condition.
