	The title of this article is ambiguous. On the one hand, it analyses post-harvest marketing, so the aspects that require further examination are post-harvest factors such as infrastructure (cold storage) and farmers’ cooperatives, with a view to achieving economies of scale to adopt technology. The production aspect, however, is a major topic in its own right and could form the subject of a separate research study focusing on the analysis of farming operations.

My suggestion is to focus solely on ‘marketing papayas and integrating the value chain from farmers to consumers’

	The abstract is comprehensive and focuses on marketing, without elaborating on production constraints

	This article appears to have been written hastily and is therefore lacking in scientific rigour:

1. There is a great deal of important information in the article, but it is not backed up by references; for example, the claim that India is the world’s leading producer of papaya

2. The reference list contains a large number of publications, but only one or two of these are actually cited in the article. Conversely, there are sources cited in the article that are not included in the reference list, such as Singh et al. (2013) on page 5 or Agrawal & Agrawal (2011) on page 6.

3. Overall, the article is incomplete. If it does not elaborate on Channel III and Channel IV, they should not be mentioned in the Results and Discussion section.

4. There is a need for criteria or indicators to assess the efficiency of the marketing system, such as the farmer’s share. Using these criteria, it is possible to draw empirical conclusions as to which channels should be promoted and which constraints require intervention.

5. Overall, the author has read very little of the existing literature on the marketing of agricultural products in South Asia, or specifically on papaya marketing in India, and so the ‘Introduction’ subchapter was written without any citations whatsoever
