	The abstract is generally well written and summarizes the objectives, methodology, and main findings effectively. However, it could briefly mention that unit root testing and first-difference regression were applied, as this strengthens the methodological clarity. Additionally, the tone could be slightly moderated when describing the policy impact, avoiding definitive causal language and instead indicating association.
	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	The overall structure of the study is sound. The use of pre–post comparison, CAGR analysis, and regression with a policy dummy is appropriate for the research objective. The inclusion of ADF testing before regression improves the methodological credibility.

That said, some clarification would strengthen the scientific robustness:

· It would be useful to mention whether diagnostic tests for autocorrelation were conducted.

· The treatment of the capital stock estimation could be explained more clearly.

· The policy break year should be consistently stated (2014–15 vs 2015–16).

These are refinements rather than fundamental concerns.

	The references are relevant and appropriately grounded in development economics and Indian manufacturing literature. However, the paper would benefit from the inclusion of a few more recent empirical studies (post-2020) evaluating industrial policy or sectoral performance in India. Minor formatting corrections in the reference list are also needed.

	The manuscript is understandable and logically organized. However, there are some repetitions, minor grammatical inconsistencies, and formatting issues that should be corrected. A careful proofreading would improve clarity and flow. The discussion section could also be slightly more concise.
