	The abstract outline is okay; however, it could be more precise, especially since the design and place can be combined with the methodology. And the methodology should be more specific, rather than just mentioning language. It mentioned financial tool adaptation, but did not clarify it here. About the result, which is more generalised rather than critically represented.


	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	This paper does not have any objective. There are three questions which were covered through the literature review. Hence, the review was inadequate to draw conclusions; more synthesis was needed. Moreover, the article also mentioned PRISMA 2020; unfortunately, the diagram is not included in the script. Thematic coding could add more value to the script. The same writer repeated several times that more quality late articles needed to be synthesised.

There are some inconsistencies in the reference as well. In the reference list, the World Economic Forum is cited. (2025, September) But in the body paragraph, nothing is written up, which is misleading. There are several duplications in the reference list, also, i.e. Afiani et al. 2024; Altaf et al. 2023; Antwi et al. 2022, etc.

In the recommendation section, reference inclusion would add more value than a general description.

	The reference list is insufficient; there is duplication, and formatting errors need to be corrected. More references needed for standard article. Some basic issues, especially in behavioural finance, need to be addressed in the manuscript to add more value and provide a stronger foundation for the paper.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	Language is understandable; however, it could be polished by avoiding repetition and using more academic phrasing.
	

	Optional/General comments


	This article covers a very important topic that can provide guidance to policymakers, academics, and business organisations. But overall, the writing is average and could be improved by linking traditional and modern empirical ideas through their literature syntheses and thematic coding.
