However, minor methodological shortcomings (lack of baseline/control comparison, unclear derivation of "energy efficiency scores", absence of inferential statistics, and over-reliance on descriptive self-reports) severely limit the scientific robustness and generalizability of the findings. · No inferential statistics (e.g., t-tests, regression, chi-square) despite claiming "significant" effects.

· Overstated causality (solar "enables" / "encourages" efficiency) when selection bias or pre-existing traits may explain behaviours. With major methodological strengthening (clear metrics, controls, basic stats), it could become scientifically sound.
