	The abstract is okay, but it needs to be better. It mentions the ARDL model and the years studied, which is good. But it should include the actual numerical results or coefficients from the study to show the strength of the relationships. Also, you should clearly state the "Major" finding in one sentence at the end so it sticks out more to the reader.
	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	Mostly yes, but there are some concerns. The use of NABDA budget as a proxy for biomass energy finance seems a bit weak. NABDA does more than just energy, so it might not be a perfect measure. Also, the paper mentions "Nkalo (2025)", since it is currently 2026, that is fine, but you should check if that is a published paper or a report. The production theory part is a bit simple and could be linked more specifically to the energy variables used in the model.
	

	Are the references sufficient and recent? If you have suggestions of additional references, please mention them in the review form.
	The references are generally good and include some very recent ones from 2024 and 2025. However, some references in the list are repeated (like Abolhosseini et al., 2014 and Idoko, 2021). You need to clean up the list and make sure every citation in the text is in the reference list and vice versa.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	It needs work. There are several places where the sentences are too long and hard to follow. There are also some typos and grammar issues that make it feel a bit unproffessional. For example, "foreign help" should probably be "foreign aid" or "international assistance" throughout the text. I suggest a thorough proofread.

	The paper has good potential but needs a major revision to be ready. The tables are a bit messy and should be formatted better to match the journal style. The discussion section should explain why foreign aid has little impact compared to biomass; is it because the money is mismanaged or just too small? Adding that depth would make the paper much stronger.
