	The manuscript is generally scientifically sound and follows an appropriate research design. The cross-sectional design, sampling method, and statistical analyses (descriptive statistics, Chi-square test, and regression analysis) are suitable for the study objectives.

However, several methodological clarifications are recommended:

· The formula for Cochran’s sample size calculation should be clearly displayed.

· Reliability testing of the adapted scales (e.g., Cronbach’s alpha) should be reported.

· The justification for using mean scores as cut-off points for knowledge, attitude, and utilization categories should be better explained.

· The regression interpretation contains a slight contradiction: the model is significant but the conclusion states the null hypothesis is not rejected.

Addressing these points will strengthen the scientific rigor of the manuscript.

	The manuscript includes a good number of references and several recent publications (2023–2025), which strengthens the literature base.

However, the reference section requires improvement:

· Several references appear duplicated.

· Citation formatting is inconsistent.

· Some references lack complete journal or issue information.

The authors should remove duplicates and ensure consistency according to the journal’s referencing style.

	The manuscript is understandable, but moderate language editing is required. Some sentences are lengthy and contain grammatical or punctuation errors.

Examples of issues include:
