	Optional/General comments


	This study discusses an important topic about pharmacy education in Libya. The idea is good and relevant, especially because PharmD programs are new in the country. However, the paper needs major improvements before it can be published.

•
English language needs strong correction. There are many grammar mistakes, repeated sentences, and unclear expressions. The manuscript should be carefully edited for language and clarity.

•
Methods section is weak. You mention a “validated questionnaire,” but you do not explain how it was validated. There is no information about reliability (like Cronbach’s alpha), pilot testing, or expert review. Also, the sample size is small (60 students), and you did not explain how the sample was chosen or whether it represents all students.

•
Data analysis is too basic. You only used descriptive statistics (percentages). There is no comparison between gender, study level, or other variables. Adding basic statistical tests (like chi-square) would make the study stronger.

•
Results section is not detailed enough. Tables and figures are not clearly explained. Some percentages are unclear. The discussion mostly repeats the results instead of analyzing them deeply. You should compare your findings more clearly with other studies.

•
Conclusion is too general. Since this is a small study from one university, it should not make big national-level claims. Keep conclusions limited to what your data actually shows.

Also, there is no mention of ethical approval, which is required for survey research.

Overall Recommendation

Major revision required. The study has potential, but it needs better language, clearer methods, stronger analysis, and more careful conclusions before publication.
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
