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This allows doctors to “stratify” patients by risk. Instead of monitoring everyone the same way, they can prioritize closer follow-ups for RVO patients, who are over three times more likely to experience dangerous pressure spikes.

 By identifying these factors and the timing of the pressure spikes, the manuscript contributes to “preventative ophthalmology”—stopping permanent optic nerve before damge occurs.
