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	1. The structure should be clear for better understand and readability. Merge the “Materials” and “Methods” into a single section. Authors can name it as, “Materials and Methods”.

2. Remove Theoretical background from method and move it to the introduction section. Or if it’s necessary just keep only the specific equations used for analysis in methods.

3. I can see the authors has presents many propagation models (Hata Urban/Suburban/Open, Free-Space, Plane-Earth) but do not show which ones were actually used to analyse the collected data or compare the measurements. Please discuss which model best fits the measured data and try to calculate the error metrics. I would suggest adding a new section of figure.
4. Table 4 shows Fombina FM data stops and 100 km and Gotel data stops at 160 km. Why? Were the signals undetectable or any other issues? It’s a crucial finding that needs to be explained and emphasize.
5. “Attenuation (dB)” is misleading label used in Table 3 and Table 4. It should be “Attenuation per km (dB/km)” as per the equation and values. It must be corrected in the table and column header. 
6. Oyetunji (2013) entry listed twice in the references. Few security context references are over a decade old. Kindly find some new studies which support your findings.
