	Authors’ response to editor’s comments

	1. My minor comments concern the description of the study sample. The author states that the 500 respondents were selected to represent the population in terms of gender, education, and urban/rural location. However, based on the information provided, it is unclear how many respondents belong to each gender category, what the distribution of educational levels is, and how the sample is divided between urban and rural areas.
2. In particular, more detailed information about Coimbatore district is needed. It should be clarified whether this area is considered urban or rural within the Indian context. The manuscript would benefit from an explanation that enables readers unfamiliar with India to better understand the characteristics of this region.
	I agree with the reviewer that this information was insufficiently detailed in the original manuscript. To address this concern, I have now included a comprehensive demographic table (Table 1) in the revised manuscript, which presents the frequency and percentage distribution of respondents by age group, gender, educational level and location.
I have now added a detailed paragraph in the Methods section that describes Coimbatore district for readers.
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
