3. Missing Statistical Values: Although an F-statistic is given, the p-value for

"Years of Experience" in Table 6, which displays the Inferential Analysis of

Predictors of Burnout, is left blank. To substantiate the assertion that this

variable is a significant predictor, the precise p-value must be included. 

4. Grammatical and Formatting Standards: Variations between "et.al.," and "et

al.," To standardize these components and fix small mistakes, a final

proofread is required.
