	Based on the peer review information provided, the manuscript has received a mixed set of evaluations: one reviewer recommended acceptance as it is, one suggested minor revisions, while two reviewers indicated the need for major revisions. This distribution of recommendations suggests that, while the manuscript demonstrates clear academic merit and relevance, there remain substantive issues that require further refinement before it can be considered for publication.

In light of these considerations, my editorial decision is:

The authors should be invited to revise the manuscript by carefully addressing all reviewer comments, with particular attention to the concerns raised by reviewers recommending major revisions. A detailed, point-by-point response to each reviewer comment should be provided, clearly indicating how the manuscript has been improved.

In response, we have carefully addressed all reviewer comments, particularly those recommending major revisions. The manuscript has been substantially improved by strengthening the introduction to better highlight the motivation and research gap, and by incorporating a comprehensive methodology section detailing the research design, data sources, and analytical approach.

The literature review has been reorganized, and the results and discussion sections have been enhanced to better align with the conceptual framework. A dedicated section on limitations and future research has also been included, with explicit acknowledgment of data constraints.

In addition, references and in-text citations have been carefully reviewed for consistency, and the overall language and presentation have been refined.

A detailed point-by-point response to all reviewer comments has been provided in the respective review forms.

We believe that these revisions have addressed all concerns and improved the manuscript significantly, and we respectfully submit it for your consideration.
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
