The manuscript addresses a relevant topic but suffers from significant methodological limitations, particularly small sample size, weak dose standardization, and short experimental duration. The conclusions are somewhat overstated relative to the data. I recommend major revision, with emphasis on moderating claims and clearly acknowledging limitations. The study may be more appropriate as a preliminary or pilot investigation.
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
