In order for this manuscript/ study to be useful to the scientific community and the study area, it is pertinent that it includes some correlations which will help to draw valid scientific conclusions.
· Introduction is the base of the study, it is poorly written in terms of literature review, it needs much improvements.
· The authors should consider reviewing the analysis and the theoretical framework backing the study.
· Moreover the problem statement is not clearly and scientifically articulated to reflect the significance of the study.
· The listed socio-economic characteristics in conclusion should be backed up by considering running a linear regression in order to conclude this way as quoted from the manuscript “The productivity and sustainability of rice cultivation largely depend on farmers’ socio-economic characteristics, access to information, and participation in agricultural extension activities.”
· Generally, the author has come up with a good study. The grammar also needs improvements I suggest authors to consider sending the manuscript to English grammar experts for review and improvement.
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
