However, most of the cited references are relatively older, and the inclusion of more recent studies (2020–2025) would strengthen the scientific relevance and academic quality of the manuscript. Recent literature on women entrepreneurship, agricultural extension training, and technology adoption should be incorporated to reflect current developments in the field. For example, studies on training needs and entrepreneurship development among KVK trainees and research on constraints faced by women entrepreneurs in agricultural enterprises provide useful contemporary insights and could be included to enrich the literature review and discussion sections. 

If possible, the authors may add a few more recent peer-reviewed articles (2022–2025) related to KVK training effectiveness, rural women entrepreneurship, value addition technologies, and agricultural extension systems to improve the comprehensiveness and timeliness of the reference list.
