	The manuscript has potential but requires major revision before being suitable for publication in a reputable journal. The study is interesting and relevant; however, several critical aspects need improvement, particularly in theoretical depth, methodological rigor, and discussion quality. The sample size is very small (n=15), limiting generalizability. Strengthening academic rigor and restructuring the discussion section will significantly improve the manuscript

The manuscript presents a relevant and practical educational intervention using game-based learning. However, to meet the standards of a reputable journal, the authors should:
1. Improve abstract quality and structure 
2. Add limitations and implications explicitly 
3. Enhance discussion with critical analysis (not descriptive) 
4. Ensure APA 7th consistency in references 
5. Expand sample or justify limitation academically
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
