	1. The abstract is well-structured and covers the essential elements of a case report, including background, case presentation, and conclusion. However, it could be made more comprehensive and impactful by adding a few specific details and refining the language for greater clarity.
2. It can be further enhanced by replacing "a congenital morphological malformation" with a more specific example, such as "congenital septate malformation" or "a longitudinal septum." This immediately informs the reader of the type of anomaly, which is the core novelty of the report. 

3. It is better to include, "The patient's postoperative course was uneventful" to provide closure and confirm the successful management of the case.

	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	The content is scientifically correct and clinically sound. The case is presented logically, the discussion is well-supported by relevant literature, and the conclusions drawn are appropriate for the level of evidence provided by a single case report. 


Moreover, The legend for Figure 1 is descriptive ("showing a congenital morphological malformation") but not diagnostic. The legend should tell the reader exactly what they are seeing (e.g., "Figure 1: Opened gallbladder specimen revealing a complete longitudinal septum dividing the lumen into two compartments, consistent with a septate gallbladder.").

	The references in your manuscript are scientifically appropriate and foundational, but they are not entirely recent. The average age of the current references is approximately 15-20 years old, with the most recent being from 2014 .  For a manuscript being prepared in 2026, updating the bibliography with current literature would strengthen its scholarly impact. I would like to recommend few studies, if included will increase the manuscript quality and its impact therein.
