The title for manuscript is timely and fits for publication however the following have been observed
1. Sample size of (N=50) for regression analysis is very small and may affect statistical power and generalizability
2. On findings section particularly between tables and narrative explanations some redundancy exist which could be streamlined
3. The figures are well referenced but not fully described logically in the text, limiting their interpretive value.
4. The study lack theoretical literature review underpinning the manuscript.  
5. The language polishing for this manuscript is required to meet publication standard
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
