While the manuscript title and its content are academically sound, the analysis is standard. The following areas need to be improved.
1. The literature review sounds more like a descriptive review. Rather than listing related literature, use a synthesized approach in the literature review, then link it to your current study.  
2. The study was not anchored on any theory. A standard paper should have a theoretical review related to the study.
3. The reference list is not sufficient; it should have at least 18 - 20 references list 
4. The study has no discussion findings, which is essential to enable readers to see how the objectives were satisfied and the relation of the findings with other related studies. 
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
