The discovery of rare species, such as Tecomella undulata, highlights the research's importance for conservation and ecological urgency. 	· While the manuscript is scientifically sound and well-referenced, the author should consider adding a small paragraph in the discussion regarding the specific anthropogenic pressures observed during the three-year field study (2020–2023) to further strengthen the conservation recommendations.
· While the nested quadrat design (20x20m, 5x5m, 1x1m) is robust, the author should clarify if soil pH or moisture levels were measured to support the "edaphic" claims made in the introduction.
· The text mentions "Fig-1" and "Fig-2" , but the actual visual charts were not present in the manuscript file, only their captions and table data
· The result for "pteridophytes (1%)" represents only 3 species; more detail on their specific wetland niche would be beneficial.
· The author does not explicitly discuss the limitations of the study, such as potential sampling bias during the monsoon or the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic on field frequency in 2020.
