However, the clarity of objectives, articulation of limitations, and refinement of the title, abstract, and keywords require improvement. The results and ethical considerations are adequate but could be presented more clearly. Given these observations, I recommend the manuscript for minor revisions before acceptance, focusing on improving the clarity of objectives, expanding the discussion of limitations, and refining the abstract and title to better reflect the study’s contributions.
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
