However, major revisions are needed due to inconsistent statistical reporting, unclear sample size, disorganized results, and weak integration across sections.

	The abstract of the manuscript effectively states the research problem, location, and significance; reports key statistical findings with coefficients and p-values, and provides practical implications. However, several issues weaken its consistency:

Sample size inconsistency: The abstract reports N=203, but percentages in the results tables do not always align (e.g., Table 6 sums to 202, not 203).

Missing analysis: A paired-sample t-test result (t(202)=14.62, p<.001, d=1.02) is reported in the abstract but no corresponding analysis appears in the results section.

R² discrepancy: The abstract cites R²=.58, while mediation tables show values ranging from .17 to .39.
