However, there is a notable mismatch between the title and the actual study methodology, which may mislead readers. Additionally, the study lacks strong geospatial analysis despite being highlighted in the title. I recommend minor to moderate revision, focusing on title correction, clearer articulation of limitations, and slight strengthening of the discussion section.
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
